GENERAL RULES
Entries due March 15th.  Same day entries ride at end of class.
Course maps and Draw will be posted morning of the event.
Obstacles will be judged with 3 refusals or 3 minutes allowed per obstacle.
All Youth must be accompanied by an adult.  No stallions are to be ridden by Youth.
Western tack and attire required including western hat which may be substitued by a helmet.
No training devices allowed.  Bosals and hackamores permitted.
Same horse may be ridden in different classes with different riders, but not in same class with different riders.
All dogs must be kept on leash and away from the ride areas.  No dogs on or near the course at any time.
No abuse to any horse or animal on Bonina Ranch property will be tolerated.  Offenders will be asked to leave
and will forfeit any winnings.  Judge may dismiss a horse or rider for safety reasons when well being of horse,
rider or spectators is at risk.
Trail Challenge contestants welcome to arrive on Thursday,  March 16th.  In-Hand Competitions begin at 9:00
am Friday, March 17th.

CLASS DESCRIPTIONS:
Open Open to all exhibitors.
Amateur Exhibitors that engage in this activity as a pastime, rather than a profession.  Anyone who has

taken remuneration for training, instruction, clinics, etc, is not eligible.
Intermediate Rider Not eligible for Novice Rider, but no prior championship at Bonina, Wild Cowgirls or OHS
Novice Rider Rider has not won first place three times in prior trail competition.
Novice Horse Horse has not won first place three times in prior trail competition.
Junior Horse Horse 5 years & under
Senior Horse Horse 6 years and older
Youth One course each day.  Course #3 not timed, judged only.
Freestyle All riders eligible.  Mandatory:  Open gate, two circles left lead, two circles right lead, stop and

back up.  Plus, rider chooses any 5 out of 10 additional obstacles. Rider must tell judge prior to
starting which obstacles he will perform.  Class held Saturday morning
simultaneously with Course #2. Time Restriction.  Judge to accommodate rider schedule.

Three Be A Team 3 Riders of which only 1 Open or 1 Amateur rider on each team. Rider may enter on more than
one team. Total points determine top team. Individual awards to top team.

High Point Division One
Points for Open or Amateur class, must ride every course, freestyle and  All Around.  Highest total points

determines winner.  Ride off in case of tie.
High Point Division Two

Points for Intermediate or Novice class, must ride every course, freestyle (optional) and All Around.
Highest toal points determines winner.  Ride off in case of tie.
